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Is Jesus the Son of God?  The answer is YES, but there are some in the world who ei-
ther deny this or have an unbiblical view of Jesus.  Let us go to the Bible for the truth 

on this matter. 
 Jesus is a member of the Godhead and thus is co-eternal with both the Father and the Holy 
Spirit.  John begins his gospel account with, “In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was 
with God and the Word was God.  The same was in the beginning with God.  All things were 
made by Him; and without Him was not anything made that was made” (John 1:1-3).  In this 
passage one can see the prefleshly existence of Christ.  He was in the beginning, that is, He was 
eternal.  Also, verse three tells us that He was the creative force behind all things.  (See also Co-
lossians 1:16)  Concerning His birth, in Isaiah 7:14, one reads, “Therefore the Lord Himself shall 
give you a sign; Behold a virgin shall conceive, and bear a son, and shall call His name Imman-
uel.”  The Messiah was to be born of a virgin and this would be a sign for all to identify Him.

Matthew informs us, “...for that which is con-
ceived in her is of the Holy Ghost” (Matthew 
1:20).  Thus, “and the Word was made flesh 
and dwelt among us” (John 1:14). 
 Many in Jesus’ day denied His deity.  
Sadly enough, many today still do.  The mira-
cles that He did proved He was the Son of 
God, yet many in His day could see the mira-
cles and still fight against God.  On one occa-
sion, Jesus raised a dear friend of His, Lazarus, 
from the dead.  One can read of the skepticism 
of the religious leaders when they responded to 
this miracle with “What do we? For this man 
doeth many miracles” (John 11:47).  The apos-
tle John tells us, “And many other signs truly 
did Jesus in the presence of His disciples, 
which are not written in this book: But these 
are written ,that ye might believe that Jesus is 
the Christ, the Son of God; and that believing 
ye might have life through His name” (John 
20:30-31). 
 It should sadden each of us that there are 
some religious people with an unbiblical view 
of Jesus.  Some contend that He was a created 
being and promoted to a special relationship 
with the Father.  However, the Bible teaches 
that, “All things were made by Him; and with-
out Him was not anything made that was 
made” (John 1:3).  If Jesus were a created be-
ing, then something (Himself) was made that 
He did not make.  Furthermore, the Hebrew 
writer declares, “For unto which of the angels 
said He at any time, Thou art My Son, this day 
have I begotten Thee” (Hebrews 1:5).  The an-
swer is implied that God never said this to an 
angel, yet He did say this to Jesus.  Jesus is, 
therefore, not an angel, but the eternal Word 
Who took on flesh so that He might die on the 
cross for my sins and yours.  Is Jesus the Son 
of God?  Paul states that the resurrection 
proved it.  In Romans 1:4, he wrote, “And de-
clared to be the Son of God with power, ac-
cording to the spirit of holiness, by the resur-
rection from the dead.”
